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Mihai Mihalcea lives and works in Bucharest, Romania.

He graduated The University of Drama and Cinematography, Choreography Section, Bucharest (BA in Theatrical Arts, Speciality: Choreography). He was a scholar in Duke University, Durham, North Carolina, in the frame of "Six Week School" - program of American Dance Festival and he received a study grant from "Pepinieres europeennes pour jeunes artistes".
From 1990-92, he danced for the Comic Opera in Berlin; from 1992-96, he performed for Christian Trouillas' company in Paris. In 1992, he founded the contemporary dance group “Marginalii” with Cosmin Manolescu, Florin Fieroiu and Irina Roncea. In 2000, Mihai Mihalcea became a founder member of the Multi Art Dance Centre, initiated by Vava Stefanescu, where he was employee as Head of Dance Programmes from 2000 to 2002. He initiated and organized a festival of younger-generation of Romanian choreographers, “IndepenDANS”, based in Bucharest.

He put the basis of the Cultural association Solitude Project. The Association encourages the research and the experiment in the domain of contemporary art theory & practice and sustains the creation of an environment favorable to the dialog, reflection and debate. As well the association it is in charge with the production, management and organization for Mihai Mihalcea’s artistic projects.
Mihai Mihalcea was invited in artistic residences in Tanzquartier Wien, Centre Nationale de la Danse Paris, Centre Chorégraphique National de Franche-Comte a Belfort, Hebbel Theatre Berlin. 
Some of his creations include: Simple Balance (1994), Memory of the Secret Body (1998), You come to see the Show and You’ll get an Extra-Burger ! (1999), Hammam/ Prisoner in the Thorax Cage (2000), Memory for sale (2002) and “Stars High in Amnesia’s Sky” (2003). He performed and presented his work in theatres and festivals in Romania, France, Germany, Hungary, Austria, USA, Italy, Ukraine, Poland, Bulgaria, Portugal, Belgium, Slovenia and Holland.
His work was noticed by publications such us: Le Monde, Berliner Zeitung, Paris-Match, Liberation, Danser, Ballet-Tanz International, La Republica, Dance Theatre Journal.

Since 2006 Mihai Mihalcea took over direction of The National Centre of Dance in Bucharest. In 2006 he was nominated for “Paris-Europe Prix 2006” by Maison d’Europe et d’Orient, Paris.
